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PREAMBLE
The Foundation holds and, in any case, is entitled to exercise, among other things, the economic exploitation rights of authorship existing on the works of Maestro Arnaldo Pomodoro (hereinafter also: “the Maestro”).
Any reproduction of the Maestro’s works is subject to prior authorization from the Foundation, which reserves full discretion regarding its granting, in order to protect the artistic and cultural value of the Maestro’s works as well as the image and values of the Maestro himself.
Regardless of any authorization granted, the use of materials owned by this Foundation, as well as the use of images of the Maestro’s works in any case, must be carries out in compliance with the rights of the Maestro himself and of any third party.

Art. 1 – Subject of the regulation
Any form of reproduction or use of the Maestro’s works is subject to prior authorization.
The provisions of this regulation govern the procedures for requesting and granting authorizations for the reproduction and subsequent use of images of the Maestro’s works, in any form, pursuant to copyright law (Law No. 633/1941 and subsequent amendments).
The reproduction and use of the works for commercial purposes is also subject to the payment of a fee, with the amount to be determined by the Foundation on a case-by-case basis.

Art. 2 – Procedure for requesting authorization
To request authorization for the reproduction and use of images  of Arnaldo Pomodoro’s works, it is necessary to complete the form available at the following link:

Requests for reproduction will be accepted by the Foundation, provided that the intended purpose and manner of use are deemed compatible with the need to protect the artistic and cultural value of the Maestro and his works, and do not infringe upon the Maestro’s moral rights.

Art. 3 – General license for commercial use of images
It is mandatory to request, in accordance with the procedures specified in this document, the prior approval of the Foundation for the commercial use of reproductions of each of Arnaldo Pomodoro’s works for the purposes set forth herein, without prejudice to the Foundation’s full and absolute discretion in the event of refusal of such authorization.
Authorizations for the reproduction of the Maestro’s works are valid only for the specific use indicated in each authorization.
In particular:
· The authorization is granted within the time limits indicated therein and is non-transferable and may not be assigned to third parties. A new authorization is required for any subsequent reproductions of images and documents already in one’s possession;
· For any uses other than those authorized, or for any transfer to third parties, including by way of rental, of authorized reproductions of the Maestro’s works, a specific and explicit agreement with the Foundation shall be required, even if such uses or transfers do not involve commercial purposes.

Authorization must always be requested, even in cases where the use of the image is free of charge.

3.1 – Reproductions on paper or other physical media
Reproductions in the following formats are subject to authorization and to the payment of the relevant rights:
· Editorial publications (e.g.; books, magazines, art catalogues, etc.)
· Brochures and promotional materials
· Commercial catalogues
· Panels or reproductions for exhibitions and event installation

The fee will be determined taking into account the print run, the number of reproductions, the territorial scope of distribution, the duration of use, and any other evaluation criteria deemed appropriate by the Foundation.

3.2 – Digital uses
Reproductions on the following are subject to authorization and to the payment of the relevant fees:
· Institutional and commercial websites
· Social media platforms
· Newsletters and digital communications
· Online archives and digital databases
· Any digital interface not expressly mentioned

The applicable fees will be determined taking into account the duration of use, the territorial scope of dissemination (national, European, worldwide), the extent of dissemination (for example, number of websites, social media profiles, size of the platform, audience and reach, any association with advertising), as well as any other evaluation criteria deemed appropriate by the Foundation.

3.3 – Video and photographic recordings
The following are subject to authorization and to the payment of the relevant fees:
· Professional photographic shoots
· 360° shoots and 3D models
· Filming for cinematographic works and documentaries
· Filming for institutional or promotional spots
· Commercial shooting

The applicable rights will be determined taking into account the duration of use, the scope of dissemination (national, Europe, Worldwide), the specific purpose, and any other evaluation criteria deemed appropriate by the Foundation.

Art. 4 – License for merchandising activities
The reproduction of the Maestro’s works for the creation of merchandising products is subject to specific authorization by the Foundation.

Merchandising licensing requests must include detailed information on:
· Type of products
· Estimated quantities 
· Duration of commercialization
· Territories of distribution and commercialization
· Sales channels (including online platforms and marketplaces)
· Expected retail price

The Foundation will evaluate each request and, if approved, will enter into a specific agreement providing for the payment of fees proportional to the quantity and value of the products, the territorial scope, the duration of distribution, the related sales channels, and any other evaluation criteria deemed appropriate by the Foundation.

Art. 5 – Cases of exemption from payment of reproduction fees
Professional photographic and audiovisual shoots commissioned by Public Administrations may be exempt from the payment of reproduction fees, subject to the Foundation’s evaluation.

With a view to promoting and disseminating the artistic and cultural value of the Maestro and his works, the Foundation may consider waiving fees for personal uses intended for research and study purposes. 

In such cases, the author must in any event  request prior authorization from the Foundation by completing the following form: AGGIUNGERE LINK TRADOTTO

The Management of the Foundation, in order to promote and pursue its institutional mission, also reserves the right to grant full or partial exemption from the payment of fees for the dissemination of photographic reproductions and audiovisual products, taking into account their cultural, educational, and informational nature, and their particular public, social, or collective interest, as well as the benefits arising from the widest possible national and international and international circulation of images of the Maestro’s works.

Art. 6 – Methods of payment for reproduction rights
The fees will be determined in accordance with the tariff schedule applied by the Foundation. In any case, the Foundation expressly reserves the right to carry out a discretionary assessment of each individual request in order to apply any tariff adjustments deemed appropriate.

Payment of the fees due shall be made by bank transfer to the account details provided at the time of authorization.
Bank transfer charges shall be borne by the applicant and may not be deducted from the payment.

The applicant undertakes to send a copy of the bank transfer to the Foundation’s email address no later than three working days prior to the use of the images and/or the execution of the shoots.
